BOATING SAFETY CLASSES

TO CAMDEN CITY YOUTH

Collingswood, New Jersey — May 6, 2008 -- The Cooper River Yacht Club is in

the process of scheduling Boating Safety Classes which will be offered free to



Camden City youth. The age range for participation is from 11 to 15 years old.
All participants must be able to swim. These classes are on rowboat, canoe,
kayak, and sailboat safety, not motorboats. The skills that will be developed
and improved are paddling, rowing, and sailing, and students will practice
these skills on the water. The club provides life jackets. Students are required

to wear life jackets while they are using boats and walking on the dock.

The club is currently reaching out to school groups, church groups, and other
youth organizations to bring their young people in for the free classes. The club
is planning to schedule classes at the convenience of the various community
organizations. Community organizations should assemble a group of 14
students. Registration forms from the organization should be sent to the club in

one envelope. No sessions will be scheduled after August 18.

All class sessions consist of thirty hours of instruction, beginning on Monday

morning through Friday afternoon, from 9:00am to 4:00pm.

For those young people who are not part of a community organization,
open classes will be provided Monday through Friday, 9am to 4pm, from
July 7 to July 11. More open weeks will be added throughout the summer,

check the Cooper River Yacht Club website for additional details.

The boat safety course is taught by certified sailing and canoe instructors.

More classes will be scheduled during the summer. Individual registration is



required because of the limited availability of boats and instructors, so please
register early. Applicants should register at least a week before the starting date
of the class but because of the anticipated popularity of this boating safety class,
each class will be limited to the first 14 students who complete the registration
forms. Registration forms are available at the Cooper River Yacht Club or

they can be mailed to applicants’ homes.

The classes will teach safety practices for using rowboats, canoes, kayaks, and

sailboats. All students will have on-water instruction in all four types of boats.

The program is funded by the | BOAT NJ Program, which seeks to benefit the
boating public by promoting, improving and enhancing the marine industry in

New Jersey.

Young people who complete the early summer Boating Safety classes will qualify
for scholarships to take the club’s Youth Sailing Program, which provides a

thorough introduction to sailing.
